INFORMATION RE: THE IRELAND FUNDS AMERICA

The American Ireland Fund (dba The Ireland Funds America) is a tax-exempt organization, incorporated under the laws of Pennsylvania.  It is a public charity under IRS Section 501(c)(3). The American Ireland Fund has been active for over 40 years. With chapters in 12 countries, The Ireland Funds has raised over $600 million for deserving causes in Ireland and beyond, benefiting more than 3,200 different organizations.  

If a donor would like to make a contribution to The Ireland Funds America with the suggestion that it be designated to The Pushkin Trust - a process known as a donor advised gift - we accept the contribution and put the request in front of our Board. Following Board approval, The Ireland Funds America then makes a grant to The Pushkin Trust. As such, we don’t ‘process’ a donor’s contribution to The Pushkin Trust, rather they make a donor advised gift to The Ireland Funds America and then we make grants to registered charities in Ireland (in this case, The Pushkin Trust) with our Board’s approval. Our next board meeting is at the end of December 2018, so any grant recommendations we receive before then will be brought to the board for approval. The Ireland Funds America Board meet quarterly.

Our grant process requires a donor advised letter from each donor, so we will need each donor’s contact details so that we may send a donor advised letter to their attention. 

All donor advised gifts must be paid to The Ireland Funds America. This can be done by calling in credit card information to our Boston office, or sending checks made payable to The Ireland Funds American which should be sent to our Boston office. When sending checks in the mail, it is a good idea to include a short note explaining that the gift is a recommended grant to The Pushkin Trust so that our staff can correctly identify the purpose of the gift.
